Dire Dawa city also resimilar charateristics as another city of our country sauatter
settlement,Squatterlandholcers occupied the land without any evidenaad without
construction permit by force, violating the law and without considering the land use zoning
and planning. The occupied land may, according to the plan, be reserved for public purpose
activities such as infrastructure, greenery, factories,sinidlj and other different urban
public activities. But the possessors held the land for residential paipasany places of

the city, and hence such illegal occupancy of lands might not be used for the intending

purpose according to the city plan

The government has to applied balance penalties in case of detecti@yuatter
constructionsthe owners may be charged with high penalties; also such properties cannot
be transferred or mortgaged, while there is always a risk of creatisquattermarket

In our country, the demand for urb&nd increases, but
there are restrictions and the majority of the people cannot access it from the state for
different urban purposes. These lead people to occupy land illegally by violating the laws.

of low prices, due to this and other reason squatter landholdings grow in Dire Dawa city
from time to time.

city administrations reveal that most of them have been experiencing signiigaatter
expansion In Dessie, for example, of the totglagsion of 7.7ha in 2013, 6.5ha was informal.
The same is true for Adama which hafbrmal expansion of 60ha in 201&ccording to data
furnished by the city administrations covered by this report, Dire Dawa has the largest coverage
of squattesettlement770.7ha. Dilla, Adama, Shashemgaanred Jimma are among the cities that

This has resulted
in the creation of polluted environment, slum formation, proliferation of squatter settlements
and poverty.

Informal urbanization refers to informal, unregulated, and spontaneous processes of
urbanization especially in the cities of Global South and is the resulting effect of
marginalization of social groups, povertgnd inequalit(Mohanty, 2019) Informal
urbanization emergdsecause of inabiy of cities to absorb growtlwvithin formal urban
framework due to absena# serviced land andffordable housing, inadequateban
plaming regulaibns, and exclusionf low-income populatios from formal urbanization

Slums are often portrayed as institutional failures in housing policy, housing finance, public
utilities, local governance, and secure ten(®eetchiping, 2005) Sietchiping (2005)
discussed the governmental responses and policies toward slums under three approaches
such as centralized control of housing, Htiberal approach, and the preventive approach.
Laissezfaire attitudes, Site and service programs, Slum upgrading, Enablitegstsaand
security tenurgCities Without Slums action plamrban development strategies have been
adopted for squatter settlements that range from denial, tolerance, formalization, demolition,
eviction, and displacement. It has been argued that pauedtinequality cannot be simply
eradicated through demolition or eviction. There was an increasing focus on providing basic

2.6. Squatter settlement
Squattersettlements are areas where groups of housing units have been constructed on land
that the occupants have no legal claim to, or occupy illegally. They are unplanned settlements
and areas where housing is not in compliance waitinent plannindUNSTAT, 2005) A
descriptionof squatteisettlements has been defined by many different authors and scholars
atdifferent times, aboutwhat they are and their characteristics.

Othmesimilar definitions are provided in many policy documents; for
example, the Cities Alliance ActioRlan (CAAP) descriles slums as follows: Slums are
neglected parts of cities where housing and livingdoi t i ons ar e Swumpal |l in
range from hig-density, squalid central city tenements to spontaneous squatter settlements
without legal recognition or rightsprawling at the edge of citi@¢Hailu, 2019)

The rise of the urban poor is causedloghigh migration ratérom rural to urban areas in

search of job opportunities and better living conditions and natural population growth. The

migration process is termenbanization. Thus, poverty in the cities has been attributed to
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rapid urbanization. In most developinguairies, poor economic performance caused by
both internal and external factors has led to the growsijudittessettlements parallel to the
formal one Squattesettlements provide cheap accommodation and economic opportunities
for a large part of the palation that means these settlements respond both to housing needs

Their growth is closely linked to the rapid urbanization
that has been taking place in most developing countries ovpashéhree decades. In most
casesit seems therefore that, the absolute quality of iararelyaproblem. The breakdown
is in the system of delivering landtteeurban poor, which makes it legally accessible often
aggravates the problem on one hand.tie other hand, in former socialist countries where
there is no land market the origin of illegal staterséntnot due to market rather than

government failure and public inefficiency in land management.

There is no sufficient written document that wates that whersquattersettlements emerged.
However, squatting ikEthiopian cities and towns has come recently, predominantly after the
downfall of the imperial era. So no one has a right to construct his house on privately owned
land. The constructionfaa residential house on public land without the consent of any
concerned body increased greatly after the fall of the Derg Regime.

For instance in Ethiopia, following the nationalization of the land by the socialist regime in
1975, urban land become undlee stewardship of different city authorities. Regarding rural
land, peasant associations were established all over the country and they were given the

responsibility of administering land in their jurisdiction. Thus, monopoly power by the
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government anthe multiple management of land by different authorities created a loophole
for many illegal activities including the emergencySofuatteisettiement.

2.7.1.Squatter settlements in Dire Dawa City

Many of these dead citizens wagattersettlers whasettled aroundhe protected
riverside area, in addition to that in this year(2021) also aroinmepeoplelives have been
pased away due to collapsinglmfy wall and buildings osquattesettlers housenear to it

because of heavy rdalls.
